• Our products are fairly traded, the price paid 

  being decided in discussion between our 

  company representatives from my wife's family 

  and the suppliers. 

• The raffia used in the manufacture of our 

  products is a renewable and sustainable raw 

  material. 

• The Zebu (cow) horn used in the manufacture of 

  our jewellery is a by-product of meat production.
